1.  Design a roadmap for success
2.  Projects should be created which relate to course goals
3.  The amount of detail depends upon:
          a.  Scaffolding Step by step supported by research 
          b.  Dissect what is written according to the "rhetorical knowledge" of the reader (student)
          c.  Add supplemental materials to enhance and to explain
                    i.  Always give 3 examples showing students the good and the poor
4.  Consider Proscriptive vs prescriptive assignments
5.  Direct students but sometimes consider allowing students to show off their ability to use their freedom to choose wisely
6.  Students need to be aware that when they write something which isn't original, it’s plagiarism
