Editorial (40 points)

Find two editorials or letters to the editor online. You may use the link to the Arizona Republic, the East Valley Tribune, the New York Times, or a paper of your choice. 

· Read each editorial or letter to the editor and answer the following questions fully. ***NOTE*** The article you read in the paper must be an article WITH AN OPINION. This is why you need to use an editorial or letter to the editor. If you just use an article from anywhere in the paper, it is most likely "description/support" and therefore you will be unable to do the assignment well. 

· Remember you must complete 1-4 for each editorial. 15 points each for a total of 30 points. 
1. What is the issue in this argument? (2 points each) 


2. What is the author's conclusion?(2 points each) 


3. What are the reasons the author gives for his conclusion? Be sure to include all reasons cited by the author? (6 points each) 


4. Summarize the issue, conclusion and summary in one to two sentences. (5 points each) 


5. In order to receive full credit, you must include the title of the piece, author, newspaper, and date found. 

· Save your assignment and submit it to the assignment dropbox.  As to the Reading Café for others to read and make comment for additional points.   

· Please respond to TWO classmates' postings. Your response must be at least five sentences long. (10 points) 

An Example: 

Issue: Are cameras doing the job on the 101? 

Author's conclusion: Yes 

Author's reasons: 1) Author and wife drove along the 101 and as they neared Scottsdale they noticed the traffic slowed down to a quick and orderly 65 mph. 2) As they passed the 17 they noticed the average speed of traffic increased to 75mph. 

Summary: The Zingres believe the photo radar on the 101 is working because they noticed traffic slowing down in the area of the cameras, and they then notice the traffic increasing after the area with photo radar.
