Your final is a presentation you will give on Wednesday, June 27th of the components of what you did over the past four weeks including putting your website together as your ePortfolio.
***Final Exam***
Your final is worth 100 points.
You now, as an individual, will show off your expertise as a critical reader and thinker of argument.  By using the skills you have picked up from class activities, you now are ready to show me and the class that you can analyze an issue.  And then, show off the learning moments you’ve had with your Destination College students.  The presentation should be about 10-15 minutes long.  (It should be no less than 10 minutes.) This should be a scholarly response to this Summer I term showing thought and criticism of what you learned to do when analyzing issue and teaching your mentees.   

I want to see the following within your investigation:

1.   Issue stated as a question.  (Use your favorite picture book.)

2.   Conclusion – (Present both pro and con sides of the issue.)

3.   Reasons for each side
4. Documentation for your research

DISCUSS:   Summarize(both sides of the issue)
Analyze (What is the underlying value and reality assumption of each side?)
Conclusion (Sum up and explain which side is right by putting your thoughts of each side together (pro/con) indicating which side has a stronger conclusion?  Is there anything missing which appears to be deliberately excluded in the reasoning of one side or the other?  Is one side misleading?  Why?  Now, think about your own value assumptions and how those assumptions drive your thinking.  Is there a connection to the issue and your opinion supported by evidence?
