What a great workshop!  Andrew Kasian presented a very interesting and visionary presentation today regarding the use of video in the classroom.  It gave me some great ideas for the use of my iPad and beyond!  I also was paid for attending!  (Well, not really.  I have to wait for that until the end of May, but...)  

We explored the many ways to videotape and to put yourself into the center of action.  This is, basically, the agenda and the notes I took from the meeting:

If you want to buy a camera or suggest to your chair a camera which would do the best for the educational arena:

Camera:

1.  Choose Panasonic, JVC, or a Canon product with dual access with s/d card.

2.  Have an XLR or USB microphone hookup.

3.  To zoom in for your students, having a 10x optical magnification is best.

4.  You can now buy a camera with touchscreen with LCD

5.  Be sure to have an a/c adapter for those times when you are sitting too far away to hookup or an extension cord.

 

Webcam:

1.  Nowadays your iPad or iphone is very useful for recording your lectures.

2.  iMovie and iPad have similar options to develop movies and looks very much like a PowerPoint presentation with the professional touch and great quality adaptation.

 

Software:

Camtasia

1.  Useful for PowerPoint presentations with mic to give your students the effect of an actual lecture taking place.

2.  Option to use as with a whiteboard to illustrate examples or explanation.

 

Jing from Techsmith.com is excellent for screencasting.

 

Screenflow on the Mac is tops!  Unfortunately, not available for the pc.

 

HandBrake is the DVD ripping software for up to 10 minutes (fair use) of presentation.

 

Adobe Premiere Elements 10 may be used and is very similar for Windows users.

Windows' Moviemaker is like iMovie for Mac.

 

Delivery:  (Now, this is what was exciting about his presentation!)
