While I realize this 85% level is discretionary, we will have the opportunity to confer and discuss each area after the team isdone with their individual review.  Positive and constructive feedback is also important.  If it does not meet the standard, offer some specific suggestions that could be done to meet it.  Praise those elements that are well done.  The faculty developer will appreciate the feedback you offer, especially if they need to revise the course.

Post Review Meeting:
