Show the sermon, rather than preach it

Are we reflective enough to be on the painful path with them?

Liked OR loved?

“All great undertakings are risky.”  (Socrates in the Republic)

Audacious HOPE
We are going to have to suffer some…

Disruptive > discomforting

Embraces “legitimate suffering” (Jung 1970)

Not “other people’s children” (Delpit, 1995); their pain is our pain

The classroom is a micro-ecosystem


“Gardener’s Tale” (Jones, 2000)


“There are no weeds” (Yang, 2009)

“You control the soil that you put down in the box.  Every child is a rose.  They are not weeds.”
Every student in my classroom is indigenous to my classroom.
Ecosystem = interdependent

If you pull out the weed, you create a toxic system

Can you be a master gardener?
Maya Angelou, “Critical hope is ‘radical healing.’”

Did you know…”
When was the last time you told someone how important he/she is?

Master teachers teach anyone, any moment that is a teachable moment.
She intervenes in a fight and one of the persons is TuPoc.
When was the last time you intervened and stepped in between…?

Can we see the humanity in the other person?
“I might not change the world but I guarantee you, I will spark the mind of someone who does.”

What is the impact of that intervention?  It saved a life.
