Is taking CRE 101 Online the right approach for you?
Taking an online course requires more self-discipline, more independent study, and more self-motivation than taking the same course on campus. Online instruction requires being able to learn visually, rather than orally. The online student must be sufficiently skilled at using the Internet to complete reading assignments, send emails, and post to a discussion board. Online courses are not for everyone. If you are a strong student who is an independent learner, taking CRE Online may be just the ticket for you. This environment allows you to learn in the comfort of your own home any time day or night. 
 Vicky Phillips, in her book Never Too Late to Learn:   The Adult Student's Guide to College, suggests that distance learning may work well if the following characteristics apply to you:
Good at time management.
Comfortable with the technology used in course delivery. 
Highly motivated to learn the subject at hand. 
Not in need of a lot of emotional support or guidance to learn. 
Able to learn best through written modes rather than through visual and oral means. 
 Comfortable not being a part of a class group. 
Not prone to routine procrastination. 
Able to enjoy working independently.

Advantages include the ability to set your own schedule and learn at your own pace (within the deadlines of the course). Keep in mind that this is a class in which you work independently, with an instructor. You will learn from completing activities in your own home, doing interactive activities on the Internet, reading chapters in the text, and sharing your ideas online with your classmates.  Assignments will be submitted via the Internet. Quizzes will be taken online. If you have difficulty, you can always present your difficulty to the instructor so she may have the opportunity to help.

 If you answered NO to all or most of the questions, you might be more successful in a traditional on-campus class that meets at certain weekly times. 

 

Advantages of on-campus classes include hearing explanations, seeing demonstrations, and working with an instructor and classmates regularly. Keep in mind that the instructor will determine when assignments are due, when tests will be given, and will generally determine the pace at which material will be covered.
