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The Center for Civic Participation (CCP), with the consultation and support of the Maricopa Center for Learning & Instruction (MCLI), is pleased to announce the piloting of a program to facilitate the integration of civic responsibility into existing course content. CCP is soliciting application proposals from faculty interested in working to identify current political or community issues of

relevance to their academic discipline, and working to develop, design, and deliver curriculum foran existing, high demand introductory level course connecting the discipline’s academic content with those civic issues and community engagement opportunities.

Civic Responsibility Objectives

“Civic Responsibility” broadly refers to the development of students’ cognizance of, and capacity to fully contribute to the civic life of their communities through a sophisticated awareness of local, state and national policy and community issues. “Civic responsibility skills” are those skills that prepare students to meaningfully engage in community and public policy issues as informed and active citizens and change agents.

Competitive proposals will describe how the instructor will incorporate civic and public policy issues and civic engagement skills development as part of an existing, high demand introductory course within a specific academic discipline. Proposals should describe the policy and community issues that relate to the course or the

academic discipline, and how those issues provide linkages between the curriculum and real world application to personal, civic, and public policy concerns. Proposals should demonstrate how one or more of the following objectives will be addressed within existing introductory course competencies without the promulgation of one

partisan political viewpoint over others.

1. Students will engage in learning opportunities that focus on community issues and be equipped with evaluative and analytical skills needed to address civic matters.

2. Students will experience political and civic participation activities and exhibit competencies in basic democratic processes and the core principles of local, state and national government.

3. Students will partner with community members and organizations on learning and service activities that develop civic skills and aptitude.

4. Students will examine issues of ethics, social responsibility and individual accountability related to the course content.

Civic Responsibility

Curriculum Infusion Pilot Project

Application Process:

Eligibility

Residential and adjunct faculty in any academic discipline other than Political Science are eligible to apply.

Expectations/Commitment

1. Faculty will attend three project faculty meetings (see “Timeline” section for project schedule).

2. Faculty will document efforts and activities related to the infusion project, and assess student outcomes and other course impact measures to be shared with others.

3. Upon completion of the project, faculty efforts will be posted on the MCLI website. Faculty wishing to publish results may request additional assistance from MCLI to aid in that process.

Compensation/Support

· 60-hour special services assignment for the summer 2012 session (development of projects, activities, assignments, readings, etc.), and

· A subsequent 30-hour special services assignment for the fall 2012 semester (implementation and assessment).

· Consultation with Instructional Designer to aid in course curriculum.

Application Process

I am Phyllis Salsedo, experienced teacher of over 30 years.   Throughout my career I have learned of issues affecting my community by being a migrant teacher in the San Joaquin valley of northern California to a classroom teacher at Tuba City High School and Diné Community College on the Navajo reservation or Seven-Mile Elementary School or Northland Community College on the Whiteriver Apache reservation of Arizona.  I have experienced issues which affect us all— SB1070 or feeling prejudice as a biligana when teaching the Apache student.  I have experienced the direct effects of the impact of SB1070 on the Arizona college student who is disappearing because tuition costs are so high if not a legal resident of Arizona—I miss my Hispanic ESL student.  

I have taught  F2F, online, or a hybrid  curriculum for the past twelve years.  I set high expectations and my students learn that they do make a difference in our community.  In the past twelve years as an adjunct faculty member, I have taught over two thousand students.

As adjunct faculty, I am not paid for my services.  I attend as a service to my community.  I am an instructor, student, and friend to students in Reading, English, Spanish, and Technology.  I do make a difference.

Reading 091 is a very interactive course.  This is a developmental ed course.  Students who are required to take this course, take it to improve basic reading and study skills, vocabulary and comprehension skills.  These same skills are skills required of our Arizona public school students—the AIMS.  Each semester over 1000-1200 students are enrolled in reading courses at CGCC.  To vary the curriculum, during the summer, my students are involved in Destination College and mentor 5th and 6th grade students in the reading skills they, as Reading 091 students, have to learn.  Last summer it turned out to be a very rewarding and well worth activity for all students involved.  
Students will all use a simple, beautiful picture book to teach skills to their Destination College partners.  Because the kids are 5th and 6th graders, the reading will be from their curriculum.  Together these students will weave the learning of Reading 091 reading skills through the creation of picture books and stories modeled from StoryCorps.  The tools used to make this possible will be social media technology.  What better way to review reading skills and vocabulary than to do it in a fun way and including the community for personal experience.
Reading 091 is not a college course but a preparatory course to help the disadvantaged student to be prepared for the challenge of reading difficult academic material.  (See syllabus.)  By requiring my students to be mentors they assist the Destination College program and partner with students in a college setting.  By studying and focusing on issues which are chosen by the students, these reading students help one another apply word meaning strategies to maximize comprehension of real life around them.  At the same time they learn stories of people in the community.  (On the average, a public school student, nowadays, is usually 2-3 grades behind in reading.)   To improve one’s ability and confidence to be a better reader is my goal.  Therefore, I, too, build ability and confidence in my students.  My students take on the responsibility to teach and to serve others in this summer program.  Who wants to learn how to read or to feel that their ability is short of required reading in college courses???  And so, let’s have some fun reading!

Using the Read Aloud program was my first attempt to incorporate a service program for my Reading 091 students.  This was a few years ago when teaching at Paradise Valley.  The program was very rewarding and gave my students a chance to help others as they were also being helped as development ed students.  Now, in Destination College, students are engaged in learning to be better readers together.  The idea which I propose is to weave the model of StoryCorps and the creation of picture books into the assignments which my students and Destination College students do together this summer.  Then, use the findings to have my students in the Fall go out into the community and to personally interview and learn of the needs of our own community as civic concerned students.  

During the summer my students will use class time to go out into the community and by using their smartphones or other technology, record and video members of the community who make a difference.  The information will be brought back and shared with their mentees.   By incorporating this plan, my students become better readers and at the same time give service to others.  They truly become civic minded.
Besides reading, my students, during the school year, are invited to be involved with “Into the Streets” where they can go and give of themselves by visiting the elderly, picking fruit, gathering shoes, painting a house or some other project to give back to the community.  Her goal in Reading 091 is to engage her students to understand and to make a connection to the “outside world” while living and working within the academic community.  
At CGCC, service learning is offered in many ways—to be a mentor is what I expect my students to be so they can then reap the results and sharpen their own reading skills.    By mentoring kids to become better readers, they themselves, help others to do the same.  The YMCA is an excellent organization where kids come to enjoy sports as well as learn.  Most YMCAs provide after school tutoring.  My students can serve in such a program.  Or, they may assist a community outreach program by volunteering as a mentor to help the homeless as at Fresh Start.  Service learning is a vital part of my course.  My students quickly become aware that they are a vital key to the community—whether they mentor a student to be a better reader or assist in a community project such as “Into the Streets” or “Hunger 101” or “Poverty 101”.    Students are expected to give 20 hours of service and to really immerse him or herself into understanding the issue and organizations which are also reaching out to assist the community.  In partnership, my students become a vital part by being a tool to connect and engage both academic learning and service learning to create the whole student. 
Service-Learning combines academic instruction with meaningful service in the larger community. Service-learning includes all of the following elements:
· Academic Learning: Intentional connection to curriculum
· Service: Meeting the needs of local, national and/or global communities
· Reflection: Connecting service and learning experiences to gain deeper understanding
· Assessment: Evaluating the learning through academics and service provided
· Celebration: Recognizing the contribution to the community
By reading Gail Waesche Kislevitz’s The Spirit of the Marathon, in 1967, students learn that they, too, can make world news.  By videotaping stories and using StoryCorps as a model, we learn from others of their life challenges and how important it is to record, share, and preserve stories of our lives.  What better way to give of service in our own backyard—our community and to learn of those who live right here and who have given of themselves as honored soldiers or how difficult life has been as an immigrant.

By using tools of the 21st century tools: Web2.0—by working as a group to use a simple smartphone or even the iPhone, I intend to have my students explore interactive tools which will augment and improve their ability to use literacy skills to infuse and enhance their work in Reading 091.  I will teach my students that they can use their smartphone or iPad as a tool to learn of others and then to write their stories which will be read using the competence reading skills required in Reading 091.  By going out into the community and interviewing survivors of domestic abuse, or someone who has recently entered the US or learning how difficult it is to enter the United States illegally, (see Enrique) or even have the opportunity (see Scottsdale CC) to interview a student at a nearby charter school, or, even be involved in Arizona politics, and interview a Senator or Congressman to learn of civic affairs and how each student can take the responsibility to be involved in the community my reading students will improve their ability to be better readers.  

I started embedding technology into my courses back in 2008.  Students created PowerPoint presentations of their final work.  Now, I have students creating Prezi presentations.  I have to run to keep up with my students of the 21st century!  By incorporating Web2.0—by working as a group or individually, the smartphone becomes a tool—not merely a tool to converse or text others.    See Enrique or work being done at Scottsdale CC) to facilitate student learning.  It is possible to be involved today.  

Having infused service learning into my courses for the past few years, I now use technology extensively to enhance, engage, (example of an animoto video which I created when monitoring the presentation of Web 2.0 at a recent Adjunct Faculty Association conference) to be an advocate for the use of technology and for my students to understand their place in society and that the yellow pencil of the 20th century or the chalkboard of the 20th century now turns into the whiteboard of the 21st century where they use their reading skills to learn together.
I see a presentation on the use of technology and realize by seeing a video on the history of technology…


I attend a workshop on the use of web 2.0 tools at our recent Adjunct Faculty Association Conference.  I now apply what I have learned in my classroom.   And my students do communicate by reading and creating reading materials together.  See “Do teenagers communicate.
I then consider how am I going to assess the exploration my students to improve their skills to be better readers and realize that they can identify a topic by organizing their work in the form of Bubblus or Dipity.  (Later discussed.)
I intend to use assessment which is in a real environment as found through the NTLF.  “Classroom assessment is both a teaching approach and a set of techniques.  The approach is that the more you know about what and how students are learning, the better you can plan learning activities to structure your teaching.  The techniques are mostly simple, non-graded, anonymous, in-class activities that give both you and your students useful feedback on the teaching-learning process.” (See http://www.ntlf.com/html/lib/bib/assess.htm  accessed on April 23, 2012.)  

 I intend to use the following apps and materials to engage my students in new and exciting ways to present their material during class.  I choose to create a hybrid environment so my students can go out and explore the use of technology which is available to them.  I want my students to use these materials to be creative and from their creativity to be more engaged in the learning process.  
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Students in Reading 091 have to improve their vocabulary.  A fun way is to create a wordle of their words.  They learn how important it is to read from good authors and that “Good 
writers choose their words carefully. Most strive to re-create precisely the thoughts and emotions in their heads with words on the printed page.” (Spears, 188)  Now, I want to revise this assignment and have students analyze language used through this application.

I want my students to watch this video “Engage Me” and to realize that the kids in this video are the young adults they are now.  In another ten or fifteen years, what type of technology will these kids be using which is now new to us but will be out of date for them?  

I want my students to create Animoto.com presentations of strategies used by good readers and that by using these strategies, they, too, become better readers.   What a great way to incorporate new vocabulary or key concepts by a video which can be used to study these concepts for class preparation and use.  I want them to be interactive and to find fun ways to learn what was once done merely by using a pen or pencil and a piece of paper.  
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Presentations can be fun!  I want to introduce them to Xtranormal and then be reminded about how important grades are by viewing this video on grades.    What a perfect way to study another element of this class: 

Let’s have some fun as we talk about serious issues in class.  What better way than to introduce my students to Crazy Face!  What impression do 
[image: image6]characterizations make on us?   What can my students learn from a comic book?  How important is tone and author’s purpose when reading?  By using Crazy Face, they will get a quick idea.

As the instructor of all this technology, I need help.  What better way than to introduce my students to the Socrative app for their use and mine, the Teacher clicker!   I find students to be very hesitant to respond when having to give an answer in front of their classmates if they don’t have the confidence that their answer is truly correct.  By using a clicker, the embarrassment is hidden.  Besides discussions in the Reading Café, students can dare to speak up and out in class.

Then, when my students want to organize their presentations or plan for what they are understanding of reading skills, they can identify the main idea or topic sentence by using a graphic organizer, Bubblus.  Or, use Dipity to put facts together and to analyze facts from simple opinion.  Together all my students are learning and absorbing so much faster the task of learning “boring” skills but by exploring together and creating ideas and finding ideas, they can do a higher order thinking skill and research a community issue and to set a timeline which is done easily through Dipity.
View Bloom’s Taxonomy to gain an awesome understanding of how technology fits into the classroom of the 21st century!

There are so many fun ways to present material in class.  Here are a few more which make the simple PowerPoint presentation out of date compared to…
Prezi creates a unique way to present a slideshow.  It is very engaging and exciting!

Evernote can be used and explored by my students and together how easy it is to gather notes, videos, and other materials together.  

Now, after viewing all these tools, let’s see a Video: “The Times Are Changing” which makes it very clear how technology has advanced over the years!  Enjoy!  I remember those times.  I remember when I hooked up 10 desktop computers in my classroom and the only thing my students could do was to do drill and practice for multiplication tables or spelling words!  Wow!  How have we made advances since then!

As an instructor and also as someone ready to use Canvas, I want to start creating my rubrics to be used by my students.  Rubistar is a quick way to help me find just the rubric which I need by searching for already made rubrics for discussions or projects.

I have a vision.  I see technology being used by my students to learn and to communicate ideas—interaction.  I have done this over the past few years, now, I will have the time to revise my materials and indulge my students in social media which counts and which creates great discussions in class as we work together and learn together.  I will embed the vision within my students that they do make the difference.  That they are to the community as learners in college.  That they do give service and are civic minded.  I will find ways to have my students connect with the present and thus help them to be the successful adults through the century because of my work as their instructor.

Review & Selection Process

A committee including MCLI staff, Center for Civic Participation staff and current residential and adjunct faculty will review proposals and select those that best meet the intent of the infusion pilot project. Criteria that will be

used include:

· Solid andragogy (adult pedagogy) practices described in the proposal.

· The ability to ensure that the course enhancements can be adapted and used by other faculty teaching introductory courses within that discipline.

· Broad impact by reaching students in high demand introductory courses.

· Assessment and evaluation of student learning

Evaluation Criteria:

The review committee will evaluate proposals based on the following criteria:

Category One: Project Overview (40 points total)

· There is a clear statement of the project’s goals.
· There is a clear description of the project: relationship between Civic Responsibility objectives, course competencies, curriculum, real world application, and importance to personal/professional goals.

· The project is clear even to someone in a different discipline.
· There is a summary of prior work, both by the author and by others.
· There is a description of the anticipated impact of the project on student learning.
· There is a clear and detailed implementation plan.
· There is a clear and detailed evaluation plan, i.e. a plan for tracking, evaluating and documenting the project’s progress.
· The description of the project is presented as a coherent whole.

Category Two: Course Description (30 points total)

· Project is for a high demand introductory course in applicant’s discipline
· The project is relevant to the discipline.
· This project has implications for teaching & learning in the discipline.
· The project includes methods for documenting discoveries about student learning.
· The project includes methods for documenting the project’s impact on teaching and learning in the discipline.
· The project includes feasible plans to share results with colleagues and friends.

Category Three: Overall Quality of the Proposal (10 points total)

· The proposal is substantive.
· The project focuses on solid andragogy (adult pedagogy)
· The project has implications for student learning.
· The project has implications beyond the individual classroom.
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
